Date: November 2nd 

Time: 2:00-5:00pm

Title: Where Do We Come From? What Are We? Where Are We Going?   
In it, I will be discussing human existence through Western art, literature and philosophy.  I will try to answer questions like: Why are we here?  What is love?  Should we conform or rebel?  What is progress?  What is success?   

Date: November 16th
Time: 2:00-5:00pm

Title: The Facts about Fairytales.
Objectives: To broaden the students' understanding of western folktale traditions, and to engender an appreciation for reading, listening to, telling, and making stories.  

In this workshop, I will remove the sweet Hollywood and Victorian veneer from traditional western fairytales - and show the kids that these "sweet stories" taught to them at school actually have a much darker, scarier history.  

Date: December 7th

Time: 2:00-5:00pm

Title:  Graffiti Art - The Freedom to Rebel! 
Objectives: Providing the students with an appreciation for modern art and literature that is very far from the traditional understanding of art, and hopefully getting them to step out of their comfort zone and have the confidence to express themselves in an original way.  

In this workshop, I will introduce the kids to the young, new and hip street artists - such as Banksy - who are making a name for themselves by drawing on public buildings, and fighting against "the system" with their controversial and subversive art.

Title：Poetry in Motion
Objectives: Guiding students toward a deeper understanding of the origins of western drama traditions, and introducing them to performance art using poetry as a medium. 
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
